An accurate 2020 Census is crucial to ensuring your community
has the services and representation it needs. With the Census moving to
an almost exclusively online format, it has never been more difficult to
ensure an accurate count. This is where the library plays a vital role. Our
role as trusted community messengers, and our locations, often in hard-to
-count rural, suburban, and urban areas, mean that we play a critical role
in facilitating the public’s right to be counted.

America’s libraries are ideal partners to help address these
challenges. Libraries are trusted institutions and experienced
collaborators—providing information, technology, and training resources
to enable Americans to connect with government for many purposes.
With a convenient presence in communities across the country, from
inner-city neighborhoods to remote tribal lands, libraries can help Census
stakeholders reach the full range of audiences.

Census information seminars to help familiarize our patrons with the
importance of the Census and its new process. Additionally, all branch
libraries will host 2020 Census terminals, available for those who need
access to internet, and will extend hours on April 1st to celebrate Census
